Project 1 – Annotated Bibliography

The projects for the course will all involve a technical topic of your own choosing. You will ultimately be summarizing and reporting on prior work in that topic area. If you have a Research Proficiency paper to prepare this spring, then having the topics coincide would be an excellent idea. 

Project 1 is to produce a bibliography of at least 10 references in your topic area. Your bibliography should include both seminal sources in the topic area and at least one recent citation (2002 through 2005 publication date). Each reference should have a short (~3-5 sentence) description of the focus or major contribution of each reference, written in complete sentences and good English. Include complete citation information. For example: 

Amy J. Lee, Elke A. Rundensteiner, and Spencer Thomas. An active OODB system for genome physical map assembly. Information Systems 19(4), 33-54, 1994. 

    The authors report on the implementation of a database supporting map assembly at the University of Michigan Human Genome Center. They have implemented an active object-oriented database called Crystal on top of the commercial GemStone database management system. Crystal provides inferencing capabilities that are used to deduce the order of DNA segments in a physical map assembly tool.
