In years of deep snowpack the Terrible Traverse is steeper than usual.It

is always impressive, but few skiers have slipped here and there is no record
of an injury. At times of deep, fresh snowfall, especially during or immddi-
ately after a storm, or during very warm weather, this slope could avalanche.
An icy or crusty surface also increases the difficulty. Always be cautious here,
and once you decide to cross on skis or on foot, proceed across rapidly.
